We are experiencing many false alarms lately which 
requires someone on the Alarm call list to respond and wait for the Sheriff to arrive before they can reset the 
alarm. 

 
We would ask that all users of the building be more careful. When entering or leaving check the light on the 

Keypad before entering the code. If it is green the alarm is on. If it is red the alarm is off. 
 
When entering or leaving the building ensure that no one is in either end before they entering the code. If ei-

ther end is being used check the status of the alarm before entering the code. Ex. If Carm goes in the Kitchen 
end and turns the alarm off A person entering the Fire Dept room enters the code and turns it on, then we get 
alarms from both ends.
